1In spite of
Hazel's denials that she was not an organized person, she had
separate pre-cut bundles of reeds tied together for each person,
had miles of reed soaking in a large tub, and had dyes pre-
mixed of various colors.

After the initial putting in of reeds to shape the fanny baskets
(and where your Vice Director almost poked an eye out when an
unruly reed decided it was time to leave her basket and go

. elsewhere) the actual weaving went quickly. People dyed some
of their reeds other colors for some creative effects and all
were pleased with the results.
